Treasurer's Report: The treasurer's report for March 2026 was reviewed. Power made a motion to accept the treasurer’s reports, seconded by Conover, voice vote of all ayes (5) of those present, no nays, 2 absent, motion carried.

Library Report:

1,518 patrons were served, 2,225 items were checked out, 2,005 items were checked in and 237 overdue items were checked in, 31 magazines were checked out and 24 were checked in, 502 reference questions were resolved, 524 requests were placed, 404 holds were taken care of, 1 patrons was added to the database and 1 was deleted, 200 items were added to the collection and 528 were deleted, 29 PAC logins occurred, and 197 holds were placed in the PAC.
