BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING
9/2/2025
Budget meeting was held right before the regular meeting at 5:00 p.m. and there was no public in attendance.

President Edison called the regular meeting to order at 5:05 p.m.  Present: Trustees Edison, Power, Zimmerman, Smith, Conover and Director Yeoman.  Absent: B Brooks and R Brooks.

Correspondence & Visitors:
Memorial check sent from Linda McCreery in honor of her mother Florine Hazard given by Kirk & Tammy Martin. Thank you was sent.

Minutes: The minutes of the 8/11/2025 regular meeting were reviewed.  Conover made a motion to accept the minutes, seconded by Zimmerman, all ayes, motion carried.  

Treasurer's Report: The treasurer's report for August 2025 was reviewed. Power made a motion to accept the treasurer’s reports, seconded by Smith, voice vote of all ayes (4) of those present, no nays, 3 absent, motion carried.

Library Report:
August
1,201 patrons were served, 1,872 items were checked out, 930 items were checked in and 129 overdue items were checked in, 37 magazines were checked out and 27 were checked in, 460 reference questions were resolved, 562 requests were placed, 547 holds were taken care of, 62 patrons were added to the database and 11 were deleted, 73 items were added to the collection and 9 were deleted, 42 PAC logins occurred, and 142 holds were placed in the PAC.

b) Put the new signage for the students up 
c) Added the new book ends to the juvenile area splitting each shelf in half so there was not as much weight on the books and the books falling over which makes shelving and finding materials easier.
d) Had grade-school students the third week of August and went over their new seating charts and our expectations. Gave the teachers their book carts and let them know that library book pickup (courtesy of the middle school student council) would be Monday of library week for all classes. New plastic bags were given to all the students with their names on them to protect the books from damage due to pens and/or water bottles.
e) Karin is learning quickly and the patrons really like her
f) Received our per capita grant
g) IPLAR is completed and filed
h) ILL and Reciprocal Borrowing Statistical Survey is completed and file.
i) QNS came and fixed the printers and copier issues
j) Uploaded to the website the IL reading lists which includes the Monarch, bluestem, Caudill, Lincoln, IRC (IL Reading Council) and Read for a Lifetime.
k) Hoopla-an online source for e-books, e-audio and streaming for video and music is doing so well that it is limited to four circs per month and continues to grow
l) IL Funds had an average monthly interest rate of 4.436% for August


New Business:
Ordinance 25-2 (the budget)  was reviewed. A motion was made by Power, seconded by Smith to approve Ordinance 25-2, all ayes of those present (4), no nays,  three absent. Yeoman will have it put in the next Banner Times issue Sept 9th and place the Truth in Taxation notice in the Sept. 23 issue of the Banner Times.
